Subject: Submission of forms for Class- Xll Private Candidates 2019

The Online submission of form by the candidates placed in the category
FAIL/COMPARTMENT and those who wish to appear for improving their
performance or for an Additional subject as Private candidate for the examination
scheduled to be held in February/March/April 2019 has been started. The
examinations for the subjects to be held in February and March/April are given in
Circular No. Coord./Exam/2018 dated 5th October, 2018 available on the website
www.cbse.nic.in.

2. Eligibility, Fee, detailed procedure of submitting online application is described
in the Annexures. Candidate/Parent(s) are advised to go through the eligibility and
detailed procedure before applying.

Features of Online system of registration are:

i) No form will be accepted in offline mode. All forms will only be accepted
on online mode and as per the schedules given.

i) Fees for all activities will be accepted only through digital payments mode.
The requisite fee can be paid through Net banking, Debit/Credit Card (both
national/ international). No fee shall be accepted in offline mode i.e DD/
Postal Order /Money order/ cheque etc. No application will be accepted
without fee.

iii) Candidates will be provided question papers in the same medium as
filled in the Form. Meaning thereby, if a candidate is opting English
as a medium, he will be supplied QP in only English language. If a
student opting Hindi as medium, he will be supplied bilingual QP i.e.
in Hindi & English. Candidates are therefore requested to fill the
correct medium of Question Paper and correct option only to avoid
last minute problem. Medium will not be changed later on.
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iv) Board is extending several exemptions/concessions to candidates with
disabilities as defined in the “THE RIGHTS OF PERSONS WITH
DISABILITIES ACT 2016”. In this context, NOTIFICATION No.
CBSE/Coo0rd/112233/2018 dated 26.09.2018 issued by the Board, may
please be referred to. For seeking exemptions/concessions, Candidates
will be required to send copy of the Medical Certificate (Disability
Certificate) to the concerned Regional Office of CBSE as given in
Annexure-l.

V) Details in respect of candidates who have appeared in the Board’s
examination held in 2018 examination will be auto-generated in the online
system. However, candidates of 2017 or prior will need to submit the
details on the online portal. If a candidate makes wrong entries in his/her
application form or gives false statement or produces false document,
his/her form shall be rejected, fee paid shall be forfeited and such
candidates shall be considered to have used unfair practices and dealt
accordingly

Vi) For the Examination - 2019, controlling region for the candidate will be
decided by the online system based on the current residential address
entered by the applicant. For example: if candidate has appeared in class
Xl main examination from Varanasi (under Regional Office Allahabad)
and is now filling the address of Jaipur, which is under Regional Office,
Ajmer, the examination centre will be allotted under the jurisdiction of
Regional Office, Ajmer. However, eligibility for appearing in the
examination will be decided by the Regional Office Allahabad.

vii) It has been observed that some candidates complete the online entry of
application but do not remit the fee. If fee is not remitted by last date,
his/her application will be rejected without any notice.

viii)  Mere submission of form and payment of fee will not confer a right on the
candidate for appearing in the examination. His/her eligibility will depend
upon the fulfilment of the eligibility conditions prescribed by the Board.

(a) Candidate will be provided question papers in the same medium as filled
in the form. Meaning thereby, if a candidate is opting English as a
medium, he will be supplied QP in only English language. If a candidate
Is opting Hindi as medium he will be supplied bilingual QP i.e. in Hindi &
English. Candidate is, therefore, requested to fill the correct option only
to avoid last minute problem. Medium will not be changed later on.

(b) Hindi or English must be one of the two languages to be offered. Hindi and
English can also be offered simultaneously. In Hindi two courses have been
provided and in English three courses have been provided. Keeping in view
the varying backgrounds, candidate may either opt for Hindi Elective (Code
002) or Hindi Core (Code 302) or English Elective NCERT (Code-001) or
English Elective CBSE (Code 101) or English Core (Code -301). However,
same language cannot be offered both at Core and Elective levels.

(c) The first 5 subjects in the chronological order of filling the subjects in online
registration system are considered as Main subjects.

(d) For candidate who take 6 subjects (5 main and 1 additional subject) and pass
in all 6 subjects, the percentage is to be calculated by the
employer/institution/university according to the norms of
employer/institution/university in which the candidate will be seeking
admission.

(e) If a candidate has taken 6 subjects, and if he/she fails in any one of first
five subjects, the same will be replaced by the 6™ subject provided the
candidate satisfies the scheme of studies viz. after replacement either
Hindi or English remains one of the main five subjects.

(g) Board is extending several exemptions/concessions to candidates with
disabilities as defined in the “THE RIGHTS OF PERSONS WITH
DISABILITIES ACT 2016".

() Candidate of 2017 or earlier or who did not pass at the 3™ chance

Compartment in 2018 is required to appear in both Theory and Practical in all
subjects.
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() In respect of candidates of March 2018, marks of practical will be carried
forward for the March 2019 and July, 2019 Examinations.

(k) Private candidate is not permitted to offer such subjects for the examination
which involve practical work except in the case of candidate who had failed
earlier and who had put in a regular course of study at an institution affiliated
to the Board in the previous academic year.

() Female candidate of Delhi scheme can take Home Science with practical.
Visually Challenged candidates can take Music with Practical.

(m)Private candidate cannot take subject like Physics, Chemistry which have a
laboratory practice involved. However, subjects having project work can
be taken. Such projects will be assessed by the Centre Superintendents
of examination centres as allotted by CBSE.

(n) Candidate applying for Improvement of Performance in the subject(s)
involving practical has to apply only for theory examination, if he/she has
passed in practical. The old practical marks will be taken into account.

(o) However, if a candidate has passed in Theory but failed in practical, he/she
should apply for theory and practical both. Such candidate who could not
appear in practical examination due to medical reasons should also apply for
both Theory and Practical examination. Date/venue of Practical examination
of such candidate will be informed by the Centre Superintendent of theory
examination Centre as allotted by CBSE.

(p) In the subject(s) where practical examination is involved, separate pass in
theory & practical examination as also in the aggregate of the two is
compulsory.

(q) Candidate appearing for Improvement of Performance or for Additional
subject will be issued a separate fresh Marksheet reflecting the marks
obtained in the said examination. With regard to the validity of marks it is
clarified that both the mark sheet will be valid. Employer/University/Institution
has the discretion to consider the marks of candidate as per rule of
Employer/University/Institution.
