Candidates claiming age relaxation under this para would be required to produce a certificate
in the prescribed proforma to the Commission.

NOTE: Ex Servicemen who have already secured regular employment under the Central
Govt. in a Civil Post are permitted the benefit of age relaxation as admissible for Ex-

(© Age relaxation for Central Government employees:
The upper age limit is relaxable for Central/U.T. Govt. Servants up to 5 years as per

instructions issued by the Govt. of India from time to time. (10 years for persons belonging to
Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes and 8 years for persons belonging to other Backward
Classes in respect of the posts reserved for them) in accordance with the instructions or



orders issued by the Government of India. A candidate claiming to belong to the category of
Central Government servant and thus seeking age relaxation under this para would be
required to produce a Certificate in the prescribed proforma issued after the date of
advertisement from his/her Employer on the Office letter head to the effect that he/she is a
regularly appointed Central Government Servant and not on casual/adhoc/daily wages/hourly
paid/contract basis employee.
